EDT on October 14, 2005 and midnight EDT on October 16, 2005,
by depositing the pleading or paper in the night depository maintained by the Bankruptcy Court in the
lobby of the United States Bankruptcy Court at One Bowling Green, New Y ork, New Y ork 10004,
and such pleading or paper shdl be deemed filed as of the date and time stamped thereon.
