For cases with any
of the aforementioncd cvents, which I estimate will be around 50% of my sample cases (around 480 cases), I will downioad the
documents associated with the final order that approved the employment of certain investment bank, section 363 sales, or/and DIP
financing. I will manually read through these documents to find measures of financing friction during Chapter 11. I am an upper
